Labette Alerts is part of the 
Wireless Emergency Notifica-
tion System (WENS). It 
enables county officials to 
instantly communicate directly 
with mobile devices who have 
subscribed to the service. The 
new service will be used to 
send critical safety information 
from Labette County in the 
event of a real emergency.
